1 Introduction
The Digital Data Exchange, LLC (DDEX) has, in the past defined a series of message suite standards to make
the communication of information along the digital music delivery chain more efficient. As part of these message
is the communication of Release details, including information about their parts, i.e. Resources (such as
SoundRecording or Videos) and, in some circumstances also Musical Works.

Such descriptions can, however, vary between different uses. For instance describing a Release that contains a
single video ringtone track would differ greatly from a Release representing a digital equivalent of a 10-track pop
album with previews. Similarly the commercial information regarding a subscription ringtone differs from
commercial information regarding a pay-as-you go download.

In order to aid companies that only wish to communicate a small subset of the types of products that the ÒfullÓ
DDEX standards allow DDEX has developed a series of ÒprofilesÓ. These profiles come in two flavours. Firstly
ÒRelease ProfilesÓ that define subsets of Releases to be communicated along the music delivery chain and,
secondly, ÒBusiness ProfilesÓ that define subsets of the commercial information governing the distribution of
Releases.

This standard defines a set of thirteen Release Profiles that define how to use the Electronic Release
Notification Message Suite Standard to express the most common types of Releases. This is the second edition
of Version 1.0 of the Release Profile Standard for Common Release Types. It adds support for Classical
Releases by replacing the ÒSimple Digital Classical Audio AlbumÓ with a more complete ÒClassical Audio AlbumÓ.

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2 Scope
2.1 Introduction
This standard defines the Release Profiles for common Release Types. They are provided in two forms: A
summary of the differences between this Release Profile and relevant ÒfullÓ standard and through sample XML
code.

2.2 Nomenclature
The following mathematical nomenclature is used in this standard.

Ò0-1Ó means that at most one (i.e. either none or one) element has to be included in the relevant Profile;
 Ò0-nÓ means that any number (i.e. either none, one or more) of elements may be included in the relevant
Profile; and
Ò1-nÓ means that at least one element have to be included in the relevant Profile.

The term ÒmandatoryÓ encompasses the two cardinality expressions Ò1Ó and Ò1-Ó. The term ÒoptionalÓ
encompasses the two cardinality expressions Ò0-1Ó and Ò0-Ó.

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2.5 Release Notes
Version 1.3 adds support for two new profiles for Single Resource Releases with Cover Art (which augments a
profile for Single Resource Releases without Cover Art) and Audio Books. Version 1.3 also adds missing
Conformance Weighing and adds rules for all profiles:

At least one ResourceReleaseDate or OriginalResoureceReleaseDate should now be provided for each
primary Resource if available to the Message Sender  
Removal of requirement for pointers from TrackReleases to MainRelease

Version 1.2 is a completely re-organised document. While most of the content remains the same, it now contains
all applicable rule for a specific profile in one clause. This re-organising lead to a few bugs being detected; they
have been removed (for instance, some profiles repeated secondary resources in the bullet on primary
resources in Table 1). Version 1.2 also defines clearly what resources a  need to contain. TheTrackRelease
new version introduces a new Profile for Simple Video Releases.

Version 1.2 also adds support for TV series and film bundles, voice-centric ringtones, and wallpapers. It also
specifies that TIS territory codes should not be used for Release Deliveries. Version 1.2 clarifies the
communication of artist information. It also corrects an error regarding the title of classical sound recordings.

Finally, Version 1.2 provides Conformance Weightings for one profile for use with the forthcoming DDEX
Conformance Standard.

Version 1.1 provides additional Release Profiles to those defined in Version 1.1. Version 1.1 also tightens the
rules for some of the profiles based on implementation experiences.
